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Day 1: PUT GOD FIRST

As you seek God, you are 
reminded that your purpose, power, and help come from Him. He is the Most High. He is a good Father, 
He loves you, and He wants to be in a relaƟonship with you! When God is your priority, you can 
approach all other relaƟonships, obligaƟons, and tasks in line with His will for your life. As you seek God 
first in all areas, you will see transformaƟon in Christ!

Do you 
need wisdom on how to navigate a tough situaƟon at work? He will fill you up! Do you have a long week 
ahead and simply need energy not to just survive but to thrive? He will fill you up! Living in the overflow 
is vitally important so that you can go and be the hands and feet of Jesus. God doesn’t call you to 
operate on empty but to be filled and equipped with what you need, both naturally and spiritually, so 
that you can keep advancing His Kingdom. God wants you to live in the overflow, not just for yourself, 
but so you can overflow into others who find themselves in a dry state. As you go throughout this day, 
ask yourself: What keeps me from living in the overflow? And how can I welcome the Holy Spirit into this 
area of my life? The Holy Spirit is a free giŌ, and it has the opportunity to shiŌ how you live your life. It’s 
Ɵme for you to live in the overflow.

Where do you see the fruit of the Spirit in your life, and where are 
you experiencing a lack? In those areas of lack, ask the Holy Spirit to produce new and fresh fruit. 
Whether you feel like you lack peace, struggle with self-control, or need more joy, you can ask God to 
provide an abundance of it. Not only will God meet you right where you are, but with the Holy Spirit, you 
can display the fruit of the Spirit as proof in your everyday life.

Let us see the evidence of You in the people around us 
and help us conƟnually believe for miracles. God, help us remember what You have done for us and give 
us the strength to share our faith with others.

Day 10: TAKE UP YOUR SPACE

You have called me. Today, God, refine my vision of what dominion may look like in my life. Guide me 
every step of the way so You get the glory.

This verse shows you do not have to have 
the power on your own. Instead, you can boast in your weaknesses because you know that God has all 
the power you could ever need. He is strong enough to move mountains and He cares enough to change 
any situaƟon you may be experiencing. In your life, you will face many troubles, but when you 
acknowledge and trust the all-powerful God, you can see good in even the most difficult circumstances. 
In your life today, where could you use God’s power? How can you remember that nothing is impossible 
for your God? As you go throughout your day, exchange your power for His and start experiencing the 
power of God's work in your life like never before.
